When: Saturday and Sunday, July 23-24, 2011 
□ The Reenactment Battle will be from 9:30 a.m. until noon both 

days.   
□ NOTE: If you want to see the entire reenactment it is 

recommended you board a shuttle bus no later than 8 a.m.  
 

Hours of Operation: 
□ Jiffy Lube Live parking will be open at 6 a.m. until 3 p.m. both 

days.  
□ The Reenactment site will be open to spectators from 6:30 a.m. 

until 2:00 p.m. Saturday and Sunday. 
□ Living History demonstrations, activity tents and food and 

merchandise vendors will also be open from 6:30 a.m. until 2 p.m.    
 

Parking: There is no onsite parking or walk-up admission.  
□ All vehicles should park at Jiffy Lube Live, 7800 Cellar Door Drive, 

Bristow, Virginia.   
□ Complimentary shuttle buses will provide transportation to and 

from the event site from 6 a.m. until 3 p.m. 
□ The shuttle bus ride will last approximately 15 minutes.  
□ Everyone attending must ride the shuttle buses.   

 

Reminders:  
□ The event is held entirely outdoors in working farm fields.   
□ Significant amounts of walking will be necessary to access the site 

once you arrive on the shuttle buses, approximately 10 minutes.   
□ No lawn chairs will be permitted.  
□ Food and beverages will be available for purchase.   
□ You may bring your own bottle water. 
□ It is recommended that you wear comfortable, close-toed shoes.  
□ The Reenactment site will be open regardless of the weather.  
□ Sunscreen and bug spray are recommended.
